Charles and Mary Bungey Emigration

Ship Navarino, 479 tons, Captain T. Storey, from Southampton 4th May 1854, arrived at Port Adelaide,
South Australia 14th August 1854

South Australian Register Monday 14th August 1854:- the ship Navarino, 479 tons, T. Storey, Master,
from Southampton May 4th 1854 with 233 emigrants.

17th ship from England to S.A. with government passengers for 1854; 4 births and 4 deaths on the
passage ; Edward Gregory Leeson, surgeon-superintendent.

THE NAVARINO. The Government emigrant ship above named arrived at the Lightship anchorage at a
late hour last evening, from Southampton, as elsewhere reported. From the following numerical
statement, it appears that the number of souls arrived is only one less than at the period of embarkation:-

Number embarked 234, Births 3, 237; Deaths (infants) 4, Arrived 233 ; Reckoned as equal to 197%2
statute adults. During the voyage, there have been no fewer than 59 cases of measles and 30 cases of
whooping-cough, but nothing of the kind was prevalent on board on arrival; on the contrary, the
emigrants, as a body, appear to be remarkably healthy.

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The UK Census of 1851 at Silver Street, Alderbury records:-

Charles, Head, 45, Gardener; Mary, Wife, 37; Charles, Son, 13, Labourer; Sarah, Daughter, 10, Scholar;
Philip, Son, 7, Scholar; Thomas, Son, 4; Maryann, Daughter, 1 - All were born in Alderbury

Charles Bungey was the son of Charles and Mary Bungey and was baptised in the parish church at Alderbury
on the 27th October 1805. He married Mary Lovell Windsor on the 5th May 1831 at St. Mary, Alderbury. His
death is recorded as the 6th October 1873 at Wallaroo, Daly, South Australia aged 66.

Mary Lovell Windsor was baptised at St. Mary, Alderbury on 26th September 1813. Her death is recorded as
being on the 4th November 1887 at Wallaroo, Daly, South Australia. She was a widow aged 73.

There seems to be no record of a baptism for Sarah however we believe that she married at the age of 24 on
22nd August 1866 at the Wesleyan Chapel, Mount Baker, South Australia. Her husband was George Frances
Mills, son of George Mills and aged 19. Sarah died on the 15th December 1927 aged 87 at Malvern, Adelaide,
South Australia.

There appears to be no baptism recorded for Philip. A death was recorded at Wallaroo, Daly, South Australia,
on the 20th March 1908 he was aged 64. Philip Snook Bungey's birth had been registered in the June
Quarter of 1843 in the Alderbury Registration District This Philip married Elizabeth Denton, daughter of
Frederick Sparshott, a widow, on the 17th March 1890 at the residence of the District Registrar of Moonta,
South Australia.

Again there is no record of a baptism for Thomas Bungey. Thomas Windsar Bungey's birth was registered in
the September Quarter of 1846 in the Alderbury Registration District. He married Margaret Cowan, aged 32,
daughter of Robert Cowan, on the 24th June 1881 at the residence of Thomas Grieg of Wallaroo, Daly, South
Australia, age 31. A death was recorded for Thomas Windsor Bungey on the 7th May 1932 at Mile End,
Hindmarsh, South Australia, he was aged 86.

As her other siblings there is no record of a baptism for Maryann Bungey. A birth was registered for a Mary
Anne Bungey in the September Quarter of 1849 in the Alderbury Registration District. It appears that Mary
Ann never married and died on the 10th December 1923 at Malvern, Adelaide, South Australia aged 74.

William Windsor Bungey was
baptised at Alderbury on the
16th January 1832, this does
not appear to have been
recorded in the registers of St.
Mary. William Windsor Bungey
died on the 10th April 1865,
aged 33 and is buried in the
West Terrace Cemetery,
Adelaide, South Australia. It
would appear that he did not
marry.

We have been unable to find
further information of Eliza
Bungay (Davey).

Charles Bungey's birth was registered in the September Quarter of 1837 in the Alderbury Registration District
again there appears to be no baptism recorded. The death of Charles was recorded as 13th June 1906 at
Wallaroo, Daly, South Australia, he was aged 68. It would appear that he died a bachelor.
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
