At Whaddon, in the parish of Alderbury, on the body of a youth 
named Emanuel Boyce.  Deceased was in the act of removing some chalk, which had been placed by
the side of the hill at Whiteparish, when a large quantity fell upon him, and it was full an hour before 
he could be extricated.  He was then quite dead          Verdict, Accidental.          Salisbury and
