At Marlborough Quarter Sessions 7 October 1685 

 

The information of Grace Alexsender of Avebury taken upon Oath the 24th day of July 1685.  She said that 

on the 22nd July last past she saw Ann Bray, wife of Wm. Bray of Avebury strike Christopher Axford of 

Avebury on the head with her hand.  She went on to say that when about three weeks since that when the 

Kings Armies marched through Avebury on their way West she heard Ann Bray say that when they was at 

'Thwick Thwack' she could afford to kill two or three of her neighbours.
