At the Yarnbrook Petty Sessions, on Monday, before T. Clark and H. B. Poole, Esgs., John Kingham, of
Steeple Ashton, labourer, was sentenced to six weeks imprisonment, for stealing bacon from Jacob
Orchard, blacksmith and shopkeeper of Bulkington. Both the prosecutor and the prisoner belonged to the
sect of Mormonites, or Latter Day Saints, and the latter was just on the eve of departing for the Salt Lake.
