Susannah Bullock swore & saith:-

| am the mother of Edna Bullock. Edna Bullock was confined in my house and on the same morning
after she was confined the defendant came to my house. He gave me 1/6d for the mother to get
some gin and | heard him say that the child should never want so long as he had a sixpence. He
stayed till past 12 o’clock at night.

The Complainant put in letters from the defendant alluding to the child.
Ordered to Pay 1/- a week as from (no date recorded)
