The Chippenham Buttercross was built c1570 in the position where Barclays Bank stands today
[2023],” the Centre of the “Butchers” Shambles. It was used for the sale of meat and dairy produce.

In 1889, it was sold for £6 to Mr. E. C. Lowndes, who erected it as a gazebo in the kitchen garden of
the Manor House, Castle Combe.

The design of the building in its new setting was by N. W. D. C. Architects, Jack Konynenburg and
Tessa Surawy.
