There is an excellent 
school and an almshouse for six persons. There is a Baptist Chapel in the village. Area, 3,183 acres; rateable value, 
£4,603; population in 1921, 357. Letters arrive through Chippenham and are despatched at 9.15 a.m. and 6.40 p.m. 
on weekdays . The nearest Money Order and Telegraph Office is at Great Somerford. Postal orders are issued and 
paid here.
