This email from Peter Gregg, 2 x great grandsonJatin Tabor, innkeeper of the
‘Beckford Arms’ in 1851, gives information about atthappened later to John Tabor and
his family:

The inn keeper in Fonthill during 1851 was John dralwho, from census records,
appears to have taken over at the ‘Beckford Armmhfhis father (Aaron) who died in
1848. John was my Great Great Grandfather. HeriedrEmily Osmond from Tisbury
and in 1853 they came to Tasmania (Van Dieman’sdLanthe time) and became
pioneers in developing the area south of Hobartkmas the Huon Region.

John Tabor became a prominent inn keeper and breavehe Longley Arms/Inn at
Longley and also featured in the provision of istracture in the region through his
involvement as a member of the Longley Road TiHugin Road Trust and Victoria Road
Trust. Many of their descendants still resideha area.
