FROXFIELD is chiefly noted for its Almshouses or Somerset Hospital, founded in 1694, by Sarah, Dowager Duchess 
of Somerset, who bequeathed land and other property for its erection and for the maintenance of 50 widows (30 
widows of laymen and 20 of clergymen). The village is 2¾ miles from Hungerford and 7½ from Marlborough, in the 
Devizes Division of Wilts, Petty Sessional Division of Marlborough and Ramsbury, Union and County Court District of 
Hungerford and Diocese of Salisbury. The register of the Parish Church of All Saints dates from 1561; and the living. A 
vicarage of the yearly value of £248, is in the gift of the Dean and Canons of Windsor. Area, 2,286 acres; rateable 
value, £2,041; population in 1911, 288. Letters through Hungerford, which is the nearest Money Order and Telegraph 
Office and Railway Station. Despatches at 6.30 p.m. week-days. Postal orders are issued.
