A SMALL town on a branch of the GWR Highworth is 6% miles from Swindon and Faringdon, and 7 from Cricklade, in
the Swindon Division of Wilts, Union of Swindon and Highworth, Petty Sessional Division and County Court District of
Swindon, and Diocese of Bristol. The register of the Church of St. Michael dates from 1539, and the living is a
vicarage of the value of £250 per annum and residence, in the gift of the Bishop of Bristol, with separate church in the
hamlet of Sevenhampton. The Congregationalists, Strict Baptists, Wesleyans and Primitive Methodists have places of
worship here. The Cemetery is managed by the Parish Council. Area, 6,488 acres; rateable value, £11,166;
population, 2,153. There are two fairs — on August 13th and October 11th — and a Market the third Wednesday in
each month. Mr. James W. Crowdy, Darbhanga, India, is Lord of the manor, and the chief landowners are the Hon.
Mrs. Bouverie, Mr. J. W. Brown, Mr. C. H. Maidment and Lord Banbury. Letters are delivered twice daily, and are
despatched at 12.45 p.m., and 8 p.m., on weekdays. The Telegraph Office is open on Sundays from 9 to 10 a.m. The
Eastrop and Westrop boxes are cleared at 7.45 p.m. weekdays. EASTROP, ¥2 mile east, WESTROP, 1 mile west;
and SEVENHAMPTON, 1% miles south, are tithings in this parish. EARLY DAY CLOSING — Wednesday.
