The deceased was working in company with Alfred Turner, in
a saw-pit, when a fall of sand took place of about three loads, covering the deceased to three feet above his head.
Turner immediately called for assistance, and he was extricated in about a quarter of an hour, and found in an erect
position, but the vital spark had fled. Verdict, “Accidental death from suffocation.”
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
