There were four types of insurance:

TABLE I: First Class. Single or monthly contributions for assuring two shillings per week during sickness. Bed-lying pay,
and one shilling per week. Walking pay: a weekly allowance of one shilling after the age of 65; and two pounds on death.
The monthly contributions and the allowances in Sickness are to cease at the age of 65 years.

TABLE II: First Class. Single or monthly contributions for assuring a weekly allowance of one shilling after having attained
the age of 65. The monthly contributions are to cease at the age of 60.

TABLE lll: First Class. Single or monthly contributions for assuring a weekly allowance of one shilling after having attained
the age of 70. The monthly contributions are to cease at the age of 65.

TABLE IV: First Class. Single or monthly contributions for assuring a week.
