Malmesbury 

 

AN ancient municipal borough, market town and parish, Malmesbury is the head of a Union and County Court District 
and Petty Sessional Division and is situated in the Chippenham Division of Wilts, 10 miles from Chippenham, 11 from 
Cirencester, 5 from Tetbury and 92 from London. It has a terminal station on a branch of the G.W.R. From Dauntsey. 
The town was incorporated by King Athelstan and was formerly governed under a charter of William III by a High 
Steward, an Alderman and twelve Capital Burgesses, but under the provisions of the Municipal Corporations Act, 1883, 
it obtained a new charter of incorporation and is governed by a Mayor, four Alderman and 12 Councillors. Until the 
passing of the Reform Act, 1832, the borough returned two members to Parliament. The number was then reduced to 
one, and by the Redistribution Act, 1885, the presentation was merged into that of the County. South west of the town 
is Malmesbury Common, or King's Heath, given to the inhabitants by Athelstan and containing over 500 acres. Every 
freeman in the borough is entitled to possess one allotment and every capital burgess a plot of from eight to fifteen 
acres. The handsome Abbey Church of St. Mary and St. Aldhelm – on the restoration of which a considerable sum was 
spent 25 years age, and a national appear for £12.000 to enable a further scheme of restoration was recently 
launched – has a register dating from 1590. The living is a vicarage with the living of St. Mary Westport annexed, joint 
yearly value, £370. The register of the Church of St. Mary dates from 1678. The Roman Catholics, Congregationists, 
Primitive Methodists, Calvinistic Baptists and Moravians have places of worship in the town. In the old Market Place is 
an octagonal stone market cross built in the reign of Henry VII., and restored recently. The Town Hall stands in the 
Cross Hayes, there is a Cemetery at Westport, and the town boasts of a well equipped Cottage Hospital. Petty 
Sessions are held monthly at the Town Hall, and there is a Cattle Market on the last Wednesday in every month. Area, 
271 acres; rateable value – St. Mary Westport, £3,436; St. Paul Within, £4,175; population in 1921, 2,407. The 
principal landowners are the Earl of Suffolk and Berkshire, the Earl of Radnor, Mrs. P. A. Lovell and Mr. D. Peak. There 
are two deliveries of letters daily, at 7 a.m. and 2.45 p.m. The night mail is cleared at 7.35 p.m.
