Near to the camp is Brimstone Bottom, where there is quite a small town built 
exclusively for the men who are engaged on the large barracks which are being erected at Tidworth, and from the
fact that the houses are built entirely of corrugated iron, it is more commonly known as Tin Town.  The inhabitants
are well catered for, having their own church, school, and recreation room, not to mention a canteen, and the 
buildings are all equipped with electric light.
