DOWNER, CHARLES - Private 4800 - 2nd Battalion (Duke of Edinburgh) Wiltshire Regiment - died 24th 
October 1914 - age 36 - Born in Houghton; enlisted at Devizes, resident of Pitton, Salisbury; son of the late 
George and Eliza Downer - Commemorated on the Ypres (Menin Gate) Memorial, Ieper, West-Vlaanderen,
