At Stratton St. Margaret, on the body of Fanny Large, 6 years of age, whose parents live in a cottage adjoining the 

Wilts and Berks Canal.  She had only been missing a few minutes, when the mother went out in search for her 

daughter, and discovered her bonnet floating in the water.  The father was called, who immediately jumped into the 

canal, and took out the deceased, who was lying dead on the bottom.
