1841, 41 renumbered 52 & 58 Swindon Road, Bought by Arkell’s 22/12/1884 (originally belonged to Richard White 
of Star Brewery).  Sold by Trustees of late Richard WHITE Swindon Advertiser 

20-05-1867. 

-Joseph SELWOOD, factory labourer, & William JONES, brickyard labour, of Stratton for being quarrelsome and 
refusing to leave the New Inn on 14th. Fine of 11s and 19s costs. Swindon Advertiser 21-04-1877.

-Harry SMITH, 24, Bright Street, for being quarrelsome and refusing to leave the New Inn on 1st July. Swindon 
Advertiser 19-07-1907

Percy Hayward kept greyhounds, along with the other animals, on the land at the back and a children’s area was in 
later years, now all down to car parking. 

-Arthur Andrews, 33, 2 Pond Street, Haydon Wick & Ernest W. Rouse, 22, 26 Albert Street, Swindon, were charged
with stealing an automatic cigarette machine with £5 of cigarettes, from the New Inn in October last. The 
machine was found broken open and discarded in Gipsy Lane. Both pleaded guilty, Rouse was bound over 
with 10s costs and Andrews was given 14 days. North Wilts Herald 21-11-1930.

Percy John HAYWARD of the New Inn was fined 5s for not stopping at Station Road Sign. North Wilts Herald 10-
03-1939.

Closed for a while 31-12-2014 after licensee fined for showing Sky Sports without a contract.  2015 re-opened by 
landlord of Crown.
