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Born 27th February 1885 in Littlecot, Lyneham, married Frances Lilian Dash in 1906, they had two
children, his final address was 3 Church Street. He originally enlisted into the Hertfordshire Regiment
with his Regimental number then being 10071. We believe that he had been wounded with the Herts
regiment, had been returned to the UK (Stratton St Margaret) to recuperate and then re-enlisted into
the Lancashire Fusiliers.

He was killed in action on the 1st April 1918.
