TWENTY HOURS’ EXPOSURE TO THE WEATHER

remained until the following day, when he was discovered in the afternoon and taken to the Angel Inn,
where stimulants were given him, after which he appeared not much the worse for his 20 hours’
exposure to the severe weather.
