Wootton Bassett 

 

UNTIL the passing of the Reform Act of 1832, Wootton Bassett was a borough returning two members to Parliament. 

In 1865 the manors of Wootton Bassett and Midghall were purchased from the Earl of Clarendon by the trustees of a 

former Sir H. B. Meux, Bart. The town is 6 miles from Swindon and is in the Chippenham Division of Wilts, Union and 

Petty Sessional Division of Cricklade and Wootton Bassett, County Court District of Swindon, and Diocese of Salisbury. 

The Church is dedicated to All Saints, and the living is a vicarage of the net value of £400 per annum, with residence. 

The cemetery of two acres is controlled by the Parish Council. The Congregationists, Primitive Methodists, Wesleyans 

and Baptists have places of worship here. The Wesleyan Chapel is supplied with ministers pf the Swindon Circuit, the 

Primitive Methodists  being ministered to by preachers of the Brinkworth Circuit. The ancient Corporation of  Wootton 

Bassett has ceased to exist, as the Lords of the Privy Council did not deem it expedient to advise Queen Victoria to 

grant a renewal of the charter. The silver maces bear the date 1603, the constable's staff 1678, and the chair of the 

ducking stool 1686. The ducking stool, which is in the Town Hall, was once used for ducking scolding women, for 

which purpose there was in the centre of High Street a large pond, filled up as late as 1836. The regalia of the ancient 

corporation is also preserved in the Town Hall. A cattle market is held on the first Wednesday in each month, and there 

are hiring fairs on the Tuesday before April 6th and the Tuesday before October 11th. The town is lighted by gas, and 

water is obtained from the green sand formation under the chalk at Clyffe Pypard. The Town Hall, restored at a great 

expense by the late Sir H. B. Meux, Bart., is used as a library and museum, Area, 5,126 acres; rateable value, 

£19,221; population in 1921, 2,112. There is a Telegraph, Postal and Money Order Office and Savings Bank. Letters 

are delivered twice on weekdays and are despatched at 11.45 a.m. and 6.45 p.m. on Sundays. There is a Petty 

Sessional Court at Wootton Bassett on the second Wednesday each month.
