Soldiers Died in World War 1 is a multi volume books produced at the end of the Great War by esgiment and lists the
soldiers who wer&nownto have been killed or died from illness whilstawtive service during the war.

It is the responsibility of the Commonwealth Waa@s Commission (CWGC) to permanently mark and taaithe graves
of the men and women of the forces of the Commotitvead certain civilians who died in the two wovl@rs. Another
responsibility is the commemoration by name ofladise who graves are unknown or are buried at sea.

The CWGC has its own web site with a facility tausdh for the commemoration details of individualsl @emetery or
memorial descriptions. | have included the desioniyst from the site, shown italics, for each person.

The other reason is because a number of soldiedsfidim wounds received in action but had beerhdigred form the Army
by the time they died. Many are listed on local weamorials but are missing from official recordbey are, in effect, not
recorded as having made the ultimate sacrifice.

Alternatively there are quite often some names Wwhive been left off the local war memorials despéving died and been
recognised as war deaths. When the war memoriats lweing built, there seems to have been no hatdeesh rule on who
should be commemorated. Some areas would notlisarname unless they were actually killed or ded result of combat.
Yet others have commemorated men who died as # ofsaccident or illness and not in anyway linkedservice. Also some
next of kin did not want the name inscribed for telvar reason.

War Grave Eligibility

The CWGC records the place of burial or commemonatif all members of the Commonwealth armed fordes diedno
matter where and no matter what the ca(@eurage Remembered 1988) during the periddaugust 1914 until 31March
1921. These dates were chosen as the start ofathend the official date of the end of the first\wad not the Armistice. For
the second war, the dates afeSptember 1939 until 3December 1947. Again the dates were chosen asatteof the war
and a period of time after the war’s end to rougtdyer the same length of time betweelf Nbvember 1918 and the official
end of the war. Theses period after the end ofvidrs allows for men who died of wounds after thentice to be treated as
war deaths.

As stated, all members of the Commonwealth Armedef® are entitled to a war grave. In addition dertavilian
organisations are also entitled, provided that ttiey on duty because of the increased risks tlirdlg war. The
organisations include the Mercantile Marine andeotherchant navies, fishing fleets, war correspotgj&Red Cross, Home
Guard, National Fire Service, RAF Ferry Command sewxkral others.

The idea of a war memorial in Chippenham was dsedisit a meeting of the Town Council on the 5the&Saper 1916. Mr
Small asked if there was a record being kept ohtea who had been killed. He presumed that afeenidr there would some
memorial erected but by then it would difficultget an accurate list of the dead. A roll of honwas being kept in the parish
church.

The next time the memorial was discussed was tiftewar, at a
council meeting in January 1919. The council forraddrge
sub-committee to discuss the form that the memshauld

take. In April 1919, the committee had decided oyitg
Monkton Park house and grounds and turning themtove
public use as a Memorial. This was a controvegsial by now
means unanimous decision. A Miss Morgan said thatgas in
favour of a real memorial and the sacrifice of ten should not
be commemorated in a pleasure ground.

When the proposal was put to the full council inyM#®19, it
was rejected, mainly on cost grounds. The countitipe design

on the site of the town pump in 1879 were put forward including a pathway and lightsrabe Town
Bridge, work men's houses with the streets namted tife

memorial on which, the names of the fallen wouldrizeribed.

The war memorial would be in the market place,@mnent position, as everyone travelling alonglthadon Road would
see it. The memorial would use the existing disdeedtain. The front would have the names inscriaed the reverse would
be a small fountain and drinking trough. The meaiosias designed by Mr Parker-Pearson of Grittletoth would cost about
£785.

Finally after much wrangling and indecision, therwaemorial was completed in time for the unveiloggemony which took
place on the 4th September 1921.

Unveiling the Chippenham Town War Memorial
Speech by Field Marshall Lord Methuen

Sunday (4th Sept 1921) saw the consummation ofteffio connection with an
undertaking and a debt of honour which the Townhzakin hand for over 2 years,
namely, the unveiling of the town memorial to ti&® Df it's former citizens who went
forth during the war in defence of their countrglathid not return. In proportion to it's
population, Chippenham lost heavily in the deathdiothe war and it claimed, in
common with other places, men of all classes irinlydne member of the Corporatio
and in two instances in the town 3 in the samelfamére taken. From the first there
was a common desire to honour the memory of therfdély perpetuating it in
substantial form and the Corporation, who tookrttater up during the mayoralty of
Coun Hyatt, having by subscription, received sigfit to justify proceeding on the
practical stage, invited designs for a public moaotn

The design accepted takes the form of a cenotafibeldn height and is situated in the
Market Place facing the London Road. It stands upersite of the old drinking
fountain erected in the 70's to commemorate thallation of the town's water works.
This fountain in recent years had fallen into deeand the idea of the architect was to
retain the useful proportion of the same and suultstthe remainder with a substantial
and dignified monument. The result being is onthefbest memorials in the West of
England. One half of the drinking trough for catikes been retained, and the public
drinking fountain refixed at the rear of the membvhilst suitable portions of the
other half, being of granite have been incorporatetie design. The Cenotaph as sed
from the London Road is approached by 4 stepssfidriked on both sides by piers
and balustrades. The Cenotaph itself is of masaittyrenaissance columns at each
angle supporting an entablature and casque. Thesahthe fallen, numbering some
160 are inscribed in a recessed panel betweemdhtdolumns and will form a lasting tribute to ithme. A niche is formed
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at the back there in is a sprinkling fountain, Wader rising through a pitcher overflowing into rgjte basin, then into a
larger basin and finally into the cattle drinkirauftain, while at the same time, water dischargessother points connected
direct to the town's water mains. The whole ofrteer masonry is of stone from the Hornton quark@®dprdshire. The
durability of the stone being proved by the fagittthere are memorials existing today in a goot sthpreservation which
were erected many centuries ago. Mr G Parker-Pea&fsGrittleton, is the architect responsible foe design of the
memorial, which has been carried out in the sarfi@iesit and artistic manner as the other memotlzds he has done. The
design was one chosen by the Council from othdymited in competition and there is no doubt thatfNrker-Pearson's
particular treatment and use of the original foimgmined him the honour of his design being aaxpnd all alike are loud
in their praise of his work.

On the day of the unveiling, the weather was géoldrge number of people turned out to witnesscér@mony. Prominence
in the crowd was given to ex-servicemen; two ofrthamber were invited to unveil the memorial. J&servicemen under
the command of Lt Bishop and Sgt Banks marchedth@asquare, preceded by the Salvation Army Baagt 8ooth of the
building contractors and Mr Parker-Pearson weméhtced to Lord Methuen.

At 3pm the ceremony commenced with the crowd simgire hymn 'O God, our help in ages past'. Thdlevied a reading of
the 90th Psalm by Archdeacon Talbot of Swindony@&sawere said by Rev WH Gorham. Then the memesal unveiled.
The memorial was covered by a large Union Jack¢lvhias removed by George Wood MM, son of Mr Jos&/plod, a late
Company Sgt Maj of the Wiltshire Regt, and Regindéhte (late AB Royal Navy, Jutland.)

The Mayor said that they "had unveiled the Cenotapghe memory of their Country men who went foghdured hardship,
faced danger and finally passed out of sight of mehe path of sacrifice, through the gate of déathe care of the
memorial devolved upon the corporation of that ligfofor all time and "on whose behalf he accepted tesponsibility and
trust.”

Pte HA Drummer, late Wiltshire Regiment, who hast la leg, laid a wreath in the form of a cross ehdif of all the ex-
servicemen.

The construction work was carried outhwy Warham Guild and Messers Mowbray, also of Oxfétee cost of the
memorial was £1,150.

The Memorial in St Paul's church takes the forma efnall wooden altar flanked by 2 wooden panelaioich, the names of
the killed are inscribed. The altar is topped lwyamden cross, which was used during the First WarMilitary hospital at

The eas mvas conveyed to his father , the Rev FW Ainligar of
Uffington, Lincs, who at the time was at Bath takjart in a series of devotional meetings.

The Rev Ainley was a much liked during his curacg@Paul’'s where he laboured with much acceptandewhen he left
the esteem of the parishioners was expressednesamtation being made to him. The Rev gentlemanankaeen supporter
of the missionary work and he stated before lea@hnBaul’s that his missionary spirit was intemsifat an exhibition held
in Chippenham about 3 years ago and it was this tthet he made the resolve to go to China, a resshich death has
now prevented being put into practice and all wfiret the cutting short of a promising career.
